e Turn your outside lights off during spring
and fall months to help birds migrate
safely.

e Give animals space to protect yourself and
wildlife.

e Get excited and learn!

HURTFUL HABITS

e Don’t feed wildlife. All human food is
unhealthy for wildlife and can create
dangerous situations between humans and
wildlife.

e Look, but don’t touch.

e Don’t keep wildlife as pets, and don’t
release pets into the wild.

e Don’t let cats outside unsupervised.
Cats kill birds and small mammals!
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
